Accord ing to
Brockelmann, this well-known author of several astr onomical
works (? GAL S 1l 159; compare Kahhale XI 116; mss :

Princeton 4990; 5035-5037 ) was still alive in 943/ 1536. He
may have written the Tashil at the end of the 15th or at the
beginning of the 16th century. As long as the relat ion of our
Ms. to the anonymous extract from al-Rishi's above mentioned
Lum'a in Ms. Gotha 1379, 3 ( mentioned GAL 112 157 no. 8, 1)
